REFLECTION: PENTECOST SUNDAY

Today is Pentecost Sunday, the 50th day after
Easter. Pentecost is often called the “birthday of
the Church.” It commemorates the day the Holy
Spirit descended upon the disciples and they first
began proclaiming the Gospel.
